and confirmation policy and procedure in place as part of their due diligence process 
to guarantee that the 3TG material they provide Greystone Systems are DRC conflict

• Manufacturers/Suppliers are expected to implement and provide the Electronic 

Industry Citizenship Coalition (EICC) and Global e-Sustainability Initiative (GeSI) 
Reporting Template upon request to guarantee that minerals from conflict area 
sources (specifically the Democratic Republic of Congo conflict area) are not being 
used in their products in order to guarantee a DRC conflict free supply chain. 
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
